MINUTES-Regular Meeting

Meeting Date: December 3, 2025

The City Council of the City of Olpe, Kansas, met in regular session on Wednesday, December 3, 2025 at the Olpe City Hall, 102 Westphalia, Olpe, Kansas. Mayor Keith Pimple called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

PRESENT: Mayor Keith Pimple; Council Members, Rex Fisher, Rick Jones and Carissa Wigton; Maintenance Supervisor Lane Jeanneret, Fire Chief Wade Schmidt, Lake Gatekeepers Dale Burenheide, Code Enforcement Officer Ray Wards and City Clerk Joyce Wilson.  Also present were Barbara Haag, Tyler Schmidt, Russ Bonititabus, Carolyn Davis and Justin Steinlage.
   
ABSENT: Council Member Les Farr 

APPROVE AGENDA: Carissa moved to approve the agenda.  Rex seconded the motion.  The motion carried 3-0.

[bookmark: _Hlk210895991]APPROVE MINUTES: November 5, 2025 – Regular Meeting: Rick moved to approve the minutes of the regular meeting.  Rex seconded the motion.  The motion carried 3-0.

APPROVE RECEIPTS AND EXPENDITURES: After discussion, Rick moved to approve the November receipts and expenditures.  Rex seconded the motion.  The motion carried 3-0. 

FIRE DISTRICT #1 FIRE CHIEF REPORT: Wade explained the mutual aid agreement for all fire districts in the county and council approved it by consensus.  He presented the new Annual Fire Apparatus Safety Inspection Report form required by the state.  Wade has revised the standard operating guidelines for the fire district and, after reviewing it, council approved the guidelines by consensus.  The city pumper needs a replacement valve and the cost is $1,800. OLPE JONES PARK/LAKE GATEKEEPER REPORT: Dale said two guys were caught tearing up the grass with their vehicle.  They are banned from the lake for one year and will charged with destruction of property if they come back early.  

CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER REPORT: Ray has reviewed several properties.  He and council discussed the Gorman and Trevor Line properties, Klumpe’s temporary buildings, the unmowed lot on North Park Lane, the house on Iowa that the fire department used for training and the Meat Locker.  Ray and Dale left at 7:50 after this discussion.

LEGAL: Approve Ordinance #469 – Water Rate Increase: Carissa moved to approve the ordinance to increase water rates to reflect the increase from Emporia.  Rick seconded the motion.  The motion carried 3-0.    

UNFINISHED BUSINESS: Discuss City Billing for Trash Service: Council reviewed a summary of responses to the survey that have been received to-date.  

Update on Post Office Issues: Nothing new to report.

Update on Lighted Highway Marquee: The new sign is in and will be installed next week.  

Update Mobile Speed Sign: The solar panels have been ordered but they are not in yet.

Update on City Website: Addison Wigton has made the requested changes.  

NEW BUSINESS: Review Contract with BG Consultants for Splash Pad: Tyler Schmidt explained the reasons for and method to arrive at this contract.  Rick moved to approve the contract.  Rex seconded the motion.  The motion carried 3-0.  Keith signed the contract and Mr. Schmidt left meeting at 8:11 with a copy of the signed contract. 

Appoint Council Member to Fill Vacant Position: After reviewing applicants, Keith appointed Carolyn Davis to fill the position.  Rex moved to approve this appointment.  Carissa seconded the motion.  The motion carried 3-0.  Keith swore her in and she joined the rest of the council at the table.  

Set Date for Year-End Meeting: Council decided to meet on December 29th at 6:00 p.m.

Employee Pay and Benefits 

EMPLOYEE REPORTS: Maintenance Supervisor: Lane said that at the lake, rocks have been placed in front of the water hydrants, and the lagoon fence is in and looks good.  The overhead door to the storage building is failing and needs to be repaired or replaced.  Council asked Lane to get prices.  KDHE inspected the water system and found no violations.  Wade asked about the sewer system issues related to the splash pad.  Developing a wetland area is still an option depending on the volume of water wasted.  APAC will install a drainpipe on Anderson Street.  Dallas has trimmed trees around the city.  Lane used the new speed mover on the lake roads.  He replaced the lights in the pump house. There was a water leak on the east end of the football field.  The water is shut off, and Lane is getting repair parts.  Seimears Construction will prepare an estimate for repairing the manhole in the park.  Coffey County RWD has approved installing a cross connection with a check valve.  Olpe will get it engineered and installed, then split the cost with Coffey County RWD.  Keith asked if everything was winterized and Lane said that it is.    

City Clerk: Joyce had nothing to report.

MAYOR’S COMMENTS: Keith said that our newly elected council member is Barbara Haag.  Rick Jones and Carissa Wigton were re-elected.

Council members reviewed and approved the new website presented by Addison Wigton with a few minor changes.

ADJOURNMENT: Rick moved to adjourn the meeting.  Les seconded the motion.  The motion carried 4-0.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:00 p.m.
